YEAR 11 Mock Examinations
    Important Information

· Year 11 Mock exams start on Wednesday 1st December and finish on Wednesday 8th December.

· Students are in school every day during the examinations.

All students will attend their normal lessons, unless they have an exam, which students must then go to and sit that exam.

· Every morning, students must register in their normal form room.
If they have an exam, students go to the exam room directly from there. If they do not have an exam, students go to normal lessons.

· Every afternoon, students must register in their normal classroom. 

If they have an exam, students go to the exam room directly from there. If they do not have an exam, students stay normal lessons. 

· For some exams in the afternoon, students can go home straight from the exam room, once their exam has finished.

· Revision does not start the night before or a few days before the exams. Revision should start weeks before the exams and you should have planned out a timetable of what and when you are revising.
· Remember about the ‘Extra Curricular Sessions’ being run by Departments, which will help you revise, etc for these exams.
· Also, by attending these ‘Extra Curricular Sessions’, you automatically earn points towards the ‘Prizes for the Prom’ Competition for the end of Year 11.
· Make sure you know and have a copy of the exam timetable. 

Arrive to school already knowing the room and seat you should be sat in. 
· Spare copies of exam timetables personalised information are available through Mrs. Crowther at Student Reception. 

There may be a charge for reproducing this information.
· Always have the full and correct equipment for each exam you are taking.

YEAR 11 Mock Examinations

True or False?

· Mock examinations don’t mean anything.
FALSE: The grades you achieve in the mock examinations will be the grades you put onto your application forms for Post 16 Options.
If, for any reason, you are unable to sit the real examinations in the Summer, examination boards often request your mock examination results, to use as a guide of your achievement during Year 11.

These grades may also affect the set you are in for certain subjects or the tier of entry for the actual GCSE papers you are entered for.
· I don’t have to revise for the mocks.

FALSE: For all the above reasons, ALL students MUST revise!

· Someone will give me a pen/pencil/ruler/etc in the exam.
FALSE: Invigilators will not provide any equipment during the exams.

· I can talk or make gestures during the exams.
FALSE: You will be removed if you communicate with anyone in any way other than the invigilator, once you have entered the exam room. You will then have to do the exams in your own time at school.
· No one will notice if I take my mobile / iPod / etc into the exam.
FALSE: The invigilators are paid to notice things like this. You will be disqualified from one or more of examinations if you are found with any item that is not required for the paper you are sitting.

· It does not matter if I don’t turn up.

FALSE: For all reasons listed here, these exams are important. There will be severe consequences for students that miss any exam without a justified reason from your parents given to school at start of each day.
· My teachers will recognise if I try my best.

TRUE: Teachers would rather give you praise for you trying. They then know how to help you progress further if you have tried your best.

· The mock exams will affect my future.

TRUE: You will put these grades on application forms that you may still have to complete AND the mocks help to prepare you for the real exams in the May / June 2011 !

The examiners all want you to do well in the exam. 
You can help yourself if you follow the following suggestions:

· Remember that Drama is a practical subject. Your answer should show a practical response to the plays that you have studied. This means that you must give practical details and examples in your answer.

· Prepare for your exam by thinking about what you are trying to do when you perform a role and how you show it in performance.

· Include as many relevant points in the time available.

Remember:

· Don’t take anything for granted – if you don’t mention it, you will not gain marks for knowing about it.

· Explain in detail.

· Support your points with brief references to the text.

· Keep to the point:

· Don’t tell the story of the play

· Say how you would play the part


eg. Describe WHAT your chosen character is doing.

       WHY they are doing it.

· Practice answering questions.

· Read the question carefully and decide what the examiner is asking for.

· Check your answer at the end of the exam.

Your coursework throughout the year will count for 60% of your GCSE grade:

In the winter term you will do one piece of coursework:

Unit BO62: ‘Practical applications in ICT’. You will select from a range of board set tasks and demonstrate your practical ability in ICT. You will be required to investigate the need for a new ICT system and then show your practical skills in the use of software tools to produce a working solution.

Solutions may include but are not limited to;

· a ‘database’
· a ‘spreadsheet model’
In the spring term, you will do one piece of coursework:

Unit BO64: ‘Creative use of ICT’. This unit involves students to solve a problem by creating and developing a multimedia solution. The exam board will set a task with a problem that will require students to create a multimedia solution which combines a number of elements such as sound clips, video clips, animation and graphics. 

Solutions may include but are not limited to: 

· a multimedia presentation, 

· a multimedia website. 

The two written examinations will cover the remaining 40% of your grade.  These will cover a variety of topics including hardware, software, networks, e-mail and many others.  A large part of the theory covers ICT in Society & Current and emerging technologies.  You will consider topics such as copyright, laws covering ICT (data protection, anti-hacking), and wider questions, for instance, “Will shopping on the Internet lead to the closure of ordinary shops in the High Street?”
